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VNA Registration: 

Individual VNA player registration is valid from 1st January- 31st December each year.  
Players must have a current VNA membership in order to take the court.

For NetSetGo registration or for players aged 5-10, please log onto our website at

Age Restrictions
Junior competitions is age restricted. As a guide the following rule applies to each age 
group. Every Summer season (Start of Term 3) each player must be assessed for their 
relevant age. If the player is for example playing in a 13/u league, they must not turn 14 
in the current year or the following year. The same rule applies to all age groups. 

Players in the School Competition must be in their relevant Grades.
As the Summer Comp continues over the new year, players are still deemed eligible the 
play the season out even though they have gone up a year. eg. A player who is in Grade 
4 in term 4 (start of Summer Seaon) can still play in the Grade 3/4 comp as a Grade 5 
student in term 1 the following year (end of Summer Season).

Note: SGNA Super 17’s players can compete so long as they are 17 by 1 April of the year 
the Final is being held. 

Note: SGNA Saturday Development League. This competition is ability based, so long as 
they are of beginning ability they may be placed in this competition.
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Player Qualifications
All players must have played in at least 5 matches with that team to qualify to play 
finals. On the fixture, if you click on your team name you will see the team list for your 
team. Once a player has played 5 games they qualify for finals games. Please note 
you must play either side of a BYE or Walkover o have that game count as a qualifying 
game. 

Please note games played without VNA will not count as qualifying games.

Uniform: 
Correct uniforms must be worn by week 6 of every season. 
Teams can be penalised for incorrect uniform.
Please check the website for SGNA Club based uniform guidelines. 
To order uniforms, please go to our website where you can buy all club uniforms 
online.

Walkover & Withdrawal fees 
If your team doesn’t show up at the fixtured time it is liable for a walkover fine. 
You can give 48 hours prior notice if you know your team cannot play. You will be liable 
for a reduced walkover fine. If you withdraw your team during the season, you are also 
liable for a team withdrawal fee. Refer to our website for current fees.

Season Duration: 
Summer Season - Runs over term 4 and term 1 (break over christmas holidays).
Winter Season - Runs over term 2 and term 3 (break over school holidays)
No games on Public Holidays including Geelong Cup day in October.

Season Fixture:
Available on the South Geelong Netball website. Fixtures will be placed on the SGNA  
website for all sections showing venues and times. Times for the first match will be  
issued to the team contact who is to inform the rest of the team.  Teams  wishing  to  
make  any  special  requests  regarding  fixturing  must  do  so  in  writing  and  lodge this 
with their registration form, however there is no guarantee that all requests will be met.

Please check the fixtures every week as they are sometimes liable to change without 
notice. For enquiries about fixturing please contact netball.gbnc@gmail.com

Game Day:
Make sure all players have correct game time. This can be done through a text to 
players a couple of days prior to game day. Fixtures are liable to change at any time so 
please check your game time on the day of the game.

Filling out game sheets 
Please PRINT in legible writing and correct spelling players names that are playing 
in the game on scoresheet. Each game sheet is pre-printed with your player squad 
already marked on it. If they are not already printed on the scoresheet this means we 
cannot locate your VNA. Please print full name and VNA ID. If this continues to occur 
please speak to a staff member or email netball.gbnc@gmail.com

These players must be registered with VNA or your team will be disqualified and a walk-
over awarded to the other team. Please make sure the players are also of correct age. 
Walkovers are also awarded if your team has a player that is over age.

Collect all game fee money from players and hand it into GNBC office before each 
game. Make sure players hand the money directly to you so you can mark them off your 
list. Don’t let players leave money in bags unattended beside scoresheet.

Allocate a scorer for each netball game, as each team needs to supply one scorer each 
week. One team will get allocated the scoresheet and the other team the score board. 

Team registration is due on the last day of Term 2 (Winter Season) and the last day of
Term 4 (Summer Season). 

Ensure that all players have paid their VNA registration. Players cannot take the court 
without a current VNA membership. 

IMPORTANT: Please cross out all players marked on the game sheet that are not 
playing in the game.
